AFGE Council 222 Cylinder and Region Liaisons 


Summary:  AFGE Council 222 has designated liaisons for cylinders and Regions.  (See reverse side.)

Goal:  To facilitate effective and efficient communication between the incoming administration and AFGE Council 222 as they work towards HUD’s success.

Background:  AFGE Council 222 is an employee driven organization, with members in 39 Locals and more than 50 offices across the country and across the mission.  We are committed to the long term success of the agency, and welcome the opportunity to work with an administration that is similarly committed.  To make the most of this opportunity, we created Transition Subcommittees for the Offices of Public and Indian Housing, Multifamily Housing, Single Family Housing, Community Planning and Development, Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity, Administration, Field Policy and Management and the proposed Office of Transformation Planning and Management.  We will create additional subcommittees as the need arises.  

	Each Transition Subcommittee is comprised of volunteers from across the agency with a particular interest in the subject of the Subcommittee.  Each Subcommittee has a designated liaison to the new administration.  Our volunteers range in experience from five years to twenty-five.  Regardless of years of service, each of them seeks to contribute towards the betterment of HUD.  

	The Transition Subcommittees are presently reviewing the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), and the FY 2009 and 2010 budgets for changes to HUD’s mission and resources to meet the mission.  They are reviewing the Council’s Transition Report (November 2008) and recent Labor/Management relations meetings to determine what issues remain particularly germane to their cylinder, and what additional issues should be considered by the incoming administration.  We hope to foster a mutual relationship, and invite the administration to seek information and input from the Subcommittees on additional issues. 

	In recognition that program implementation occurs outside of Headquarters, we are also interested in fostering a positive relationship in our Field Offices.  Most HUD Field Offices are represented by AFGE.  We have set forth below our elected Regional Vice Presidents for each Region (except Region 9, which is largely represented by NFFE 1450).

	We understand that program success is central to our success.  We relish the opportunity to be part of a successful HUD.
