Smoking Around Federal Buildings

In accordance with Article 5 of the HUD/AFGE Agreement, this serves as notice to the Union that the General Services Administration (GSA) regulation regarding smoking around Federal buildings has been revised to increase the distance of smoking away from air ducts and doorways. This bulletin announces the revised restrictions on the smoking of tobacco products in leased or owned space under the jurisdiction, custody or control of the Administrator of General Services.
