Employee Express


In accordance with Article 5, Section 5.02 of the HUD/AFGE Agreement, this serves as notification to the union of Management’s intent to discontinue the contract for the Employee Express automated system effective February 1, 2006.  


For the past 3 years, employees have been able to initiate payroll transactions using the National Finance Center (NFC) Employee Personal Page website.  Since the self-service system available through NFC now offers virtually the same transactions as Employee Express and also allows employees the ability to view their earnings and leave statements and W-2s, it’s no longer necessary or cost-effective to offer both systems.  


Employees will receive complete instructions on how to request a Personal Identification Number (PIN) and how to access the new system.  Our customers will be able to process all of the actions that they currently process on Employee Express with the exception Combined Federal Campaign contributions and very few employees are using Employee Express for that purpose now.
