Electronic Official Personnel Folder – e.OPF

In accordance with Article 5, Section 5.02 of the HUD/AFGE Agreement, this memorandum serves as notification to the union that Management proposes to implement e.OPF.  This is one of several e-Government initiatives designed to support the President’s Management Agenda.  When fully implemented, the e.OPF will replace the current paper Official Personnel Folder (OPF) with an electronic employee record for all Executive Branch employees.  It will allow employees on-line access to their personnel data via a secure, password protected website.  It will result in faster access for employees to their personnel data, taking minutes rather than days for them to review and examine their record.  Attached is a power-point document on e.OPF.
