ARTICLE 34

SUPPLEMENTS

Section 34.01 - Local Supplements.     The Parties agree that any supplements to this Agreement shall not delete, modify, or otherwise nullify any provisions, policy, or procedure in this Agreement; nor shall any provision in a supplement be in conflict with or duplicate any provision of this Agreement, statute or reg​ulation of the Department, Government-wide regulations, or outside authority binding on Management. All supplements shall be a part of and subject to the terms and control of this Agreement and shall simultaneously terminate with this Agreement.

Section 34.02 - Subjects for Initial Local Supplements.     Local supplement negotiations shall be limited to the following matters which are specifically provided for in this Agreement:


(1)
Flexitime;


(2)
Accommodation/space for Union officials;


(3)
Exploration of day care;


(4)
Source for arbitrators; and


(5)
Number and location of Union bulletin boards.

Section 34.03 - Initial Supplements.


(1)
On or before ninety (90) days from the effective date of this Agreement, Union and Management representatives at each office may present proposals to be negotiated in local supplements.


(2)
An extension of no more than thirty (30) days may be agreed to within the initial ninety- (90) day period by the Parties' local representatives, based upon mutual agreement.

Section 34.04 - Official Time.     The Union shall be entitled to the same number of negotiators on official time as are on the Manage​ment team. The Parties agree that the number should be reasonable to promote effective bargaining. No official travel or per diem will be authorized.

Section 34.05 - Resolution of Bargaining Disputes.     If the Local representatives disagree as to whether a subject is to be included in the supplement, or if they fail to reach agreement on a Local issue, both representatives shall refer the matter to the Parties

at the National level. When a dispute has been submitted to the Parties at the National level, the Local level dealing on that issue shall be suspended pending final determination of the dispute. If the Parties at the National level cannot resolve a dispute from Local supplement negotiations, the Parties may submit the dispute to an arbitrator (or to the Federal Labor Relations Authority, in the case of a negotiability dispute).

Section 34.06 - Approval.     Prior to implementation, Local supple​ments must be forwarded to the Parties at the National level for their approval. Within ten (10) workdays of receipt, Management at the National level will inform the National Council President of any portions which are approved or disapproved as being inappropriate for inclusion in a supplement. Disputes may be submitted to arbitration (or to the Federal Labor Relations Authority, in the case of a negotiability dispute).

Section 34.07.     An alleged violation of the terms of a supplement to this Agreement shall be subject to the grievance procedure.
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
